London’s Heathrow Airport is at the centre of criticism for its virtual shutdown
during recent heavy snow in England. Heathrow is one of the world’s busiest airports, yet
it failed to deal with snowfall of 9 centimetres, even 3days after the snow fell. Airport
authorities cancelled more than 3,200 flights, leaving thousands of frustrated passengers
stranded in the terminal buildings. The situation is made worse as the Christmas holiday
season 1s one of the busiest times of the year for air travel. What has been frustrating
travelers most is the lack of flight information and basics like food and water. Passengers
who have spent days sleeping on the airport floor are perplexed as to why only one third of
flights are leaving, mainly long haul, when there has been no snow for three days. Colin
Matthews, chief executive of British Airports Authority, is facing a storm of criticism over
this problem. Mr. Matthews could not give any real answers to journalists’ questions about
the mess. He said in an interview with BBC radio: "I am really sorry...We are going to
crawl over every aspect of these last few days when we've got every passenger in the right
place.” Britain’s Prime Minister David Cameron has added his worries that the airport
should not come to a standstill because of snow. He said: “I'm frustrated on behalf of all
those affected that it's taking so long for the situation to improve.” Mr. Cameron offered
the help of Britain’s Army to help clear the snow from the runways, but the airport
declined, saying they already have 200 volunteers.

Australia and New Zealand
have an air bridge as both countries have successfully managed their responses to the
coronavirus. The United Kingdom has also signed air bridge agreements with several other
countries. The agreements mean there are no quarantine requirements for those travelling
between the countries. Travellers currently need to quarantine for two weeks in the UK.
Travellers arriving in the UK must inform the government of their contact details, travel
details and the address of where they will isolate for two weeks. Anyone who breaks the
14-day quarantine period will get a fine. However, the UK is trying to open up its
economy and allow more people to enter the country without the 14-day quarantine. It
wants to allow visitors from France, Greece, Portugal and Spain to enter the country. A
British newspaper said these countries are "most advantageous" to the UK economy. The
newspaper reported that the UK is also thinking about air bridges with Australia,
Bermuda, the Falkland Islands, Gibraltar and Montserrat.

The USA has put into space the world's most advanced and powerful weather
satellite. Scientists say it will revolutionize how we predict the weather and how we look
at weather events. The National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) said
its $1 billion Geostationary Operational Environmental Satellite (GOES-R) will take
weather photographs five times faster than other satellites, and with four times higher
image quality. The NOAA said: "Without a doubt, GOES-R will revolutionize weather
forecasting as we know it." A weather forecaster said the difference in the speed and
quality of the satellite's images is like the difference between old black and white TV
pictures and today's HD televisions. The new satellite will give us powerful, real-time
images and information. These will make the world a safer place. Airline pilots will
receive better data to stay away from turbulence. The satellite will be able to zoom in on
severe weather events to get much more detailed and accurate pictures. This will help
emergency services to warn people more quickly and reduce the costs to human life and
property. People will have better information about hurricanes, tornadoes, flooding,
volcanic ash clouds, and wildfires. A scientist at the NOAA said: "It will give the weather
as it's looking now rather than the weather that happened 15 to 30 minutes ago." The
NOAA said weather forecasters couldn't wait to use it.

Ryanair was founded in 1985. In 1991, Michael O'Leary was tasked with increasing
its profitability. He quickly implemented faster aircraft turn-around, a "no frills" approach
to economy class and no business class. In 2000 the airline launched its online booking
system. Passenger numbers rose and have grown by up to 25% a year since then. Ryanair
carried fewer than 700,000 passengers annually in the 1980s but had 72 million customers
in 2010. It also flies to over 150 destinations. Twenty percent of its revenue comes from
optional extras - i.e. from sources other than air tickets. A leading consumer magazine said
the airline was the "worst offender" for charging for optional extras. Ryanair argues this
allows passengers who do not require these services to travel for the lowest possible price,
thus giving customers the flexibility to choose what they pay for.

A Malaysian airplane was shot down over eastern Ukraine on Thursday evening. All
298 passengers and crew died in the tragedy. Malaysians are still in shock after the loss of
another airplane that disappeared in March. There are many questions over who shot the
plane above Ukraine. The Ukrainian government is blaming pro-Russian rebels from east
Ukraine. The rebels are saying they do not have the technology to shoot down an airplane
flying above 10,000 metres. They blame Ukraine for the tragedy. The plane was flying
from Amsterdam, Holland to Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia. Air traffic controllers told the pilot
that the route above Ukrainian skies was safe, even though there was fighting on the
ground.

All efforts are now on the investigation to find out what happened to the flight.
There are many problems with this. The crash site near the village of Grabovo is in an area
controlled by the rebels. There are worries that investigators will not get the airplane's
black box. This will provide important information about the last moments of the flight.
Experts say the plane was shot down by a surface-to-air missile. A Ukrainian government
spokesman said rebels used a Russian-made Buk missile launcher to shoot the plane.
Rebel leader Alexander Borodai blamed the Ukrainian government. Since the crash, all air
space above Ukraine has been closed. Planes already in the sky changed direction to go
around Ukraine.

There was a bomb scare on an Air France flight on Sunday. The plane was flying
from the Indian Ocean island of Mauritius to Paris. A passenger found a strange-looking
device made from a kitchen timer, cardboard and paper in a toilet. They alerted staff and
the pilot decided to make an emergency landing in the Kenyan port city of Mombasa,
which was the nearest airport. Air France's CEO Frederic Gagey said the device was
harmless and caused a "false alarm". He said that someone probably put it in the toilet at
some point during the flight. Mr Gagey added: "All the information available to us at the
moment indicates that the object was not capable of creating an explosion or damaging a
plane." Some of the passengers were put on alternative flights to Paris. Five others are
being questioned by the police. A Kenyan police chief told the Reuters news agency that:
"[Some people] are now airborne, but a few among them, who we were interrogating, have
remained with us, until ongoing investigations are done." The plane was carrying 459
passengers and 14 crew members.One of those on board said the crew told them that the
plane was being diverted because of a technical problem. He said: "The plane just went
down, slowly, slowly, slowly, so we just realised probably something was wrong." He
added: "The crew of Air France were just great, just wonderful. They kept everybody calm
and really quiet.

Poland’s President Lech Kaczynski died this morning in a plane crash in Russia. He
was on his way to the town of Smolensk to commemorate the 70th anniversary of the
Katyn massacre. This was the killing of 22,000 Polish officers by Soviet security forces
near Smolensk during WWIIL. Dozens of other high-profile Polish officials also died in the
air disaster, which no one survived. Among the 96 who lost their lives were Poland’s army
chief, the governor of Poland’s central bank, politicians, bishops and leading historians.
Details are emerging of the cause of the crash. Safety officials believe it might have been
due to human error. The plane hit trees in thick fog as it approached the airport’s runway.
The crash has caused great anguish in Poland. One comment on Twitter by a Polish
woman said it was the biggest disaster for Poland in the past 50 years. Another tweeter
said Poland is now facing its worst political crisis since it escaped from communism in
1989. Two dozen of the country’s top politicians were on board the plane. The BBC's
Adam Easton, reporting from Warsaw, said the crash was a catastrophe for the Polish
people. He reported that Poland’s Prime Minister Donald Tusk was in tears at the news of
the tragedy. British leader Gordon Brown said the whole world was “saddened”. The
country must now announce a presidential election in the next two weeks. The poll will
take place within two months of the announcement.

Air crash investigators have said it could take years to determine the exact cause of
why an Asiana Airlines flight that crash-landed at San Francisco's airport on Saturday.
Deborah Hersman, head of the USA's National Transportation Safety Board said it was too
early to say whether or not the accident was the result of pilot error. Many analysts have
already concluded that it was very unlikely that mechanical error was involved, citing the
excellent safety record of the Boeing 777 aircraft. Kevin Hiatt, CEO of the Flight Safety
Foundation, told reporters that any conclusions about what caused the crash are months, if
not years, away. What is known is that the plane was flying too slowly as it approached
the runway. As firefighters extinguished the last of the flames from the burning wreckage,
survivors described the horror of escaping from the aircraft. They said it was a miracle that
305 of the 307 people on board made it out alive. Two Chinese students died in the
accident. Passengers were quick to praise the professionalism, quick thinking and
selflessness of the flight attendants, one of whom hauled an injured passenger to safety.
Frequent Asiana flyer Eugene Rah recounted the heroism of flight attendant Jiyeon Kim,
saying: "She was a hero. This tiny, little girl was carrying people piggyback, running
everywhere, with tears running down her face. She was crying, but she was still so calm
and helping people."
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
